All tenderers shall provide the Qualification Information, a statement
that the tenderer ( including all members of a joint venture and
subcontractors) is not associated, or has not been associated in the
past, directly or indirectly, with the Consultant or any other entity
that has prepared the design, specifications, and other documents for
th e project or being proposed as Project Manager for the Contract. A
firm that has been engaged by the Employer to provide consulting
services for the preparation or supervision of the Works, and any of its
affiliates, shall not be eligible to tender.

All tenderers shall provide in the Form of Tender and Qualification
Information, a preliminary description of the proposed work method
and schedule, including drawings and charts, as necessary.

In the event that pre -qualification of potential tenderers has be en
undertaken, only tenders from pre -qualified tenderers will  be
considered for award of Contract. These qualified tenderers should
submit with their tenders any information updating their original pre -
gualification applications or, alternatively, confirm in their tenders
that the originally submitted pre -qualification information remains
essentially correct as of the date of tender submission.

2.2  The tenderer shall examine all Instructions, Forms to be filled and
Specifications in the tender documents. Failure to furnish all
information required by the tender documents, or submission of a
tender not substantially responsive to the tendering documents in
every respect wild/l be at the tendaererds ri
of his tender.

2.3 A prospective tenderer making an inquiry relating to the tender
documents may notify the Employer in writing or by cable, telex or
facsimile at the address indicated in the letter of invitation to tender.
The Employer will only respo nd to requests for clarification received
earlier than seven days prior to the deadline for submission of
tender s. Copies of the Employerds respon
persons issued with tendering documents, including a description of
the inquiry, but without identifying its source.

2.4 Before the deadline for submission of tenders, the Employer may
modify the tendering documents by issuing addenda. Any addendum
thus issued shall be part of the tendering documents and shall be
communicated in writing or by cable, telex or facsimile to all
tenderers. Prospective tenderers shall acknowledge receipt of each
addendum in writing to the Employer.

2.5 To give prospective tenderers reasonable time in which to take an
addendum into account in preparing their tend ers, the Employer shall

3. Preparation of Tenders

3.1  All documents relating to the tender and any correspondence shall be
in English language.

3.2 The tender submitted by the tenderer shall comprise the following:

Items f or which no rate or price is
entered by the tenderer will not be paid for when executed and shall
be deemed covered by the other rates and prices in the Bill of
Quantities.  All duties, taxes, and other levies payable by the
Contractor under the Contract, or for any other cause relevant to the
Contract, as of 30 days prior to the deadline for submission of
tenders, shall be included in the tender price submitted by the
tenderer.

3.4 The rates and prices quoted by the tenderer shall only be subject to
adjustmen t during the performance of the Contract if provided for in
the Appendix to Conditions of Contract and provisions made in the
Conditions of Contract.

3.5 The unit rates and prices shall be in Kenya Shillings.
3.6  Tenders shall remain valid for a period of sixty (60) days from the date

of submission.  However, in exceptional circumstances, the Employer
may request that the tenderers extend the period of validity for a

specified additional peri od. The request
shall be made in writing. A tenderer may refuse the request without
forfeiting the Tender Security. A tenderer agreeing to the request will

Information relating to the examination, clarification, evaluation, and
comparison of tenders and recommendations for the award of
Contract shall not be disclosed to tenderers or any other persons not
officially concerned with such process untl the award to the
successful tenderer has been announced. Any effort by a tenderer to

influence the Empl oyer ds of ficials, proce

decisions may result in the rejection of his tender.

To assist in the examination, evaluation, and comparison of tenders,

the Employer at his discretion, may ask any tenderer for clarification

of the tender, including breakdowns of unit rates. The request for
clarification and the response shall be in writing or by cable, telex or
facsimile but no change in the price or substance of the tender shall

be sought, offered, or permitted except as required to confirm the
correction of arithmetic errors discovered in the evaluation of the
tenders in accordance with Claus e 5.7.

Prior to the detailed evaluation of tenders, the Employer will
determine whether each tender (a) meets the eligibility criteria defined

in Clause 1.7;(b) has been properly signed; (c) is accompanied by the
required securities; and (d) is substanti ally responsive to the
requirements of the tendering documents. A substantially responsive
tender is one which conforms to all the terms, conditions and
specifications of the tendering documents, without material deviation

or reservation. A material devi ation or reservation is one (a) which
affects in any substantial way the scope, quality, or performance of

the works; (b) which limits in any substantial way, inconsistent with

the tendering document s, t he Empl oyer &s
obligations un der the Contract; or (c) whose rectification would affect
unfairly the competitive position of other tenderers presenting
substantially responsive tenders.

If a tender is not substantially responsive, it will be rejected, and may
not subsequently be made  responsive by correction or withdrawal of
the nonconforming deviation or reservation.

Tenders determined to be substantially responsive will be checked for
any arithmetic errors. Errors will be corrected as follows:

(@)  where there is a discrepancy between the amount in figures and
the amount in words, the amount in words will prevail; and

(b)  where there is a discrepancy between the unit rate and the line
item total resulting from multiplying the unit rate by the
guantity, the unit rate as quoted will prevalil, unless in the
opinion of the Employer, there is an obvious typographical
error, in which case the adjustment will be made to the entry
containing that error.

(©) In the event of a discrepancy between the tender amount as
stated in the Form of Tender and the corrected tender figure in
the main summary of the Bill of Quantities, the amount as
stated in the Form of Tender shall prevail.

(d)  The Error Correction Factor shall be computed by expressing
the difference between the tender amount and the corrected
tender sum as a percentage of the correctec
Corrected tender sum less P.C. and Provisional Sums)

(e) The Error Correction Factor shall be
Work (as a rebate or addition as the case may be) for the
purposes of valuations f or Interim Certificates and valuation of
variations.

o)

() the amount stated in the tender will be adjusted in accordance
with the above procedure for the correction of errors and, with
concurrence of the tenderer, shall be considered as binding
upon the tende rer. If the tenderer does not accept the corrected
amount, the tender may be rejected and the Tender Security
may be forfeited in accordance with clause 3.11.

5.8  The Employer will evaluate and compare only the tenders determined
to be substantially responsi  ve in accordance with Clause 5.5.

5.9 In evaluating the tenders, the Employer will determine for each tender
the evaluated tender price by adjusting the tender price as follows:

@) making any correction for errors pursuant to clause 5.7,

(b)  excluding provisional sums and the provision, if any, for
contingencies in the Bill of Quantities, but including Day works
where priced competitively.

(c) making an appropriate adjustment for any other acceptable
variations, deviations, or alternative offers submitted in
accordanc e with clause 3.12; and

(d) making appropriate adjustments to reflect discounts or other
price modifications offered in accordance with clause 4.6

5.10 The Employer reserves the right to accept or reject any variation,
deviation, or alternative offer. Variations , deviations, and alternative
offers and other factors which are in excess of the requirements of the
tender documents or otherwise result in unsolicited benefits for the
Employer will not be taken into account in tender evaluation.

5.11 The tenderer shall not influence the Employer on any matter relating
to his tender from the time of the tender opening to the time the
Contract is awarded. Any effort by the Tenderer to influence the

Employer or his employees in his decision on tender evaluation,
tender compar ison or Contract award may result in the rejection of
the tender.

5.12 Firms incorporated in Kenya where indigenous Kenyans own 51% or
more of the share capital shall be allowed a 10% preferential bias
provided that they do not sub  -contract work valued at more than 50%
of the Contract Price excluding Provisional Sums to an
non -indigenous sub -contractor.

Award of Contract

6.1 Subject to Clause 6.2, the award of the Contract will be made to the
tenderer whose tender has been determined to be substantially
respo nsive to the tendering documents and who has offered the lowest
evaluated tender price, provided that such tenderer has been
determined to be (a) eligible in accordance with the provision of
Clauses 1.2, and (b) qualified in accordance with the provisions of
clause 1.7 and 1.8.

6.2  Notwithstanding clause 6.1 above, the Employer reserves the right to
accept or reject any tender, and to cancel the tendering process and
reject all tenders, at any time prior to the award of Contract, without
thereby incurring any  liability to the affected tenderer or tenderers or
any obligation to inform the affected tenderer or tenderers of the
grounds for the action.

6.3 The tenderer whose tender has been accepted will be notified of the

award prior to expiration of the tender vali dity period in writing or by

cable, telex or facsimile. This notification (hereinafter and in all

Contract documents <called the oLetter of Accerg
sum (hereinafter and in all Contract docul

Pri ced) t h a toyertwhileay Ehm E€dntractor in consideration of
the execution, completion, and maintenance of the Works by the

Contractor as prescribed by the Contract. At the same time the other
tenderers shall be informed that their tenders have not been
successful.

The contract shall be formed on the parties signing the contract

6.4  The Agreement will incorporate all agreements between the Employer
and the successful tenderer. Within 14 days of receipt the successful
tenderer will sign the Agreement and return it to th e Employer.

6.5  Within 21 days after receipt of the Letter of Acceptance, the successful
tenderer shall deliver to the Employer a Performance Security in the
amount stipulated in the Appendix to Conditions of Contract and in
the form stipulated in the Tender documents. The Performance
Security shall be inthe  amount and specified form

6.6  Failure of the successful tenderer to comply with the requirements of
clause 6.5 shall constitute sufficient grounds for cancellation of the
award and forfeiture of the Tender Security.

6.7 Upon the furnishing by the successful tenderer of the Performance
Security, the Employer will promptly notify the other tenderers that
their tenders have been unsuccessful.

6.8 Preference where allowed in the evaluation of tenders shall not be
allo wed for contracts not exceeding one year (12 months)

6.9 The tender evaluation committee shall evaluate the tender within 30
days of the validity period from the date of opening the tender.

6.10 The parties to the contract shall have it signed within 30 days from
the date of notification of contract award unless there is an
administrative review request.

6.11 Contract price variations shall not be allowed for contracts not
exceeding one year (12 months)

6.12 Where contract price variation is allowed, the valuation shall n
exceed 15% of the original contract price.

6.13 Price variation request shall be processed by the procuring entity
within 30 days of receiving the request.

6.14 The procuring entity may at any time terminate procurement
proceedings before contract award and sha Il not be liable to any
person for the termination.

6.15 The procuring entity shall give prompt notice of the termination to the
tenderers and on request give its reasons for termination within 14
days of receiving the request from any tenderer.

6.16 A tenderer wh o gives false information in the tender document about
its qualification or who refuses to enter into a contract after
notification of contract award shall be considered for debarment from
participating in future public procurement.

Corrupt and Fraudulen t practices
7.1 The procuring entity requires that tenderers observe the highest
standards of ethics during procurement process and execution of

contracts. A tenderer shall sign a declaration that he has not and will
not be involved in corrupt and frau dulent practices.

All attachments requested in the tender documents and those which the bidder
considers to submit SHALL BE ATTACHED at the back of the baught/main
tender document. Dividers may be used to separate and indicate the attachments

submitted.

the balance of the Contract Price shall then be amended by agreement
between Employer and the Contractor in order to reflect appropriately
such changes.

Notes for preparing Specifications

1.0  Specifications must be drafted to present a clear and
precise statement of the required standards of materials,
and workmanship for tenderers to respond realistically
and competitively to the requ irements of the Employer
and ensure responsiveness of tenders. The Specifications
