often facilitates budgetary appmvby avoiding the need to request periodic supplementary approvals as the
future needarises.Wheresuchprovisionalsumsor contingencyallowancesareused the SpecialConditionsof
Contract should state the manner in

which they shall be used, and un@édose authority (usually the Projédanager's).

Theestimatedostof specializedvork to be carriedout, or of specialgoodsto be supplied by othercontractors
should be indicated in the relevant part of the Bill of Quantities as a particularigmalisum with an
appropriatdrief description.Aseparat@rocuremenproceduras normallycarriedoutby theProcuringentity to
selectsuchspecializectontractors.To provideanelemenf competitioramongthe Tenderersn respecbf any
facilities,amenities, attendance, etc., to be provided by the successful Tenderer as prime Contractor for the
